The Raoul Wallenberg Emlékpark (memory park) in the rear courtyard of the Dohany
synagogue holds the Memorial of the Hungarian Jewish Martyrs — at least 400,000
Hungarian Jews were murdered by the Nazis. The tree in sculpted metal was made by
Imre Varga, resembles a weeping willow whose leaves bear inscriptions with the names
of the 400.000 victims.
